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FAQs

Who can apply for an Apprenticeship?
Anyone living in England, over 16 and not in
full-time education can apply. There is no

upper age limit for Apprenticeships.

How many hours will | work each week?
Minimum hours a week is 30 including

20% off-the-job training.

How much will | earn?

Minimum salary for an Apprentice is £3.90 per
hour for under 19 year olds or over 19s in their
first year of Apprenticeship, although some
employers may pay more.

Are there any additional costs?

Learners may need to purchase a uniform and/
or equipment depending on the employer. You
will also need to take into account costs for travel,

lunch etc.

If | have any additional learning needs,
will there be support available?

Yes, we are committed to supporting all our
Apprentices throughout the process. Please
contact the Apprenticeship Academy to find
out more about what support is available.

What are the entry requirements?
Entry requirements vary depending on the
Apprenticeship you are applying for and
Employers will have their own entry
requirements. Generally for Level 2 courses
you may need up to five GCSEs at grade

3 (D) - including English and Maths. Please

see individual course information for further details.

What if | don’t meet the entry requirements
Talk to us in the Apprenticeship Academy and

we will be able to offer guidance of the options
available to you including Traineeships or

Supported Internships.

A Supported Internship is a personalised
study programme for people aged

16 — 24 with an Education, Health and
Care Plan (EHCP) who want to gain work
experience before full-time employment or
an Apprenticeship. Internships are unpaid
and last for 6 — 12 months.

During a Supported Internship students are
supported in the workplace by a job coach
to build confidence and independence.
Students typically spend 1 — 2 days a week
at college and then the rest of the time in the
workplace. It is a full-time commitment and
any holidays will be booked directly with the

employer.

Traineeships are designed to prepare young
people for the workplace and is a great stepping
stone between leaving school and applying for a
full-time Apprenticeship.

Traineeships are available in many industries
and last for up to 12 weeks. The programme
combines college attendance to complete
English and Maths qualifications and also work
experience. Young people between 16 — 24
years old with qualifications lower than Level 3
can apply.

HOW TO APPLY

| have my own employer

If you are currently employed or if you manage to
find your own employer who is willing to take you
on, then you can apply for an Apprenticeship course
online, or pick up a paper application form from the
Apprenticeship Academy. You can also request for
one to be sent to you via email. The application
form will need to be completed by both yourself and
your employer. Once this is done, simply send the
completed application form back to us.

Online Vacancies
When applying online for a vacancy on our website
or Find an Apprenticeship, you will be able to
create an online profile for yourself. This can include
uploading your CV and a covering letter, along with
any additional information about yourself which may
be relevant and advantageous for the role you apply
for. You can also select what industries you'd like to
work in and once you have completed your online
profile you will be able to apply for any positions
available which are of interest.

WHAT'S NEXT

Once you have submitted your application, if you
meet the criteria for the role, you will be invited
in to the college for a BKSB Maths and English
assessment and a pre-interview.

Successful candidates will have their CVs forwarded
to the employers, who will then decide who they wish
to interview which will allow them to determine who
will be successful for the position.

If you are unsuccessful for the role, do not let this put
you off as there are always new vacancies added on
a regular basis which you can apply for.
