
Bonfire Toffee Recipe

Ingredients
75g/3oz golden syrup
75g/3oz black treacle

150g/6oz light soft brown sugar
75g/3oz butter

¼ tsp cream of tartar

Method
Line a baking tray (15x20cm).

Put all the ingredients into a saucepan, heat on a 
medium heat while stirring. Continue until ingredients 

are combined.
Turn up the temperature and boil rapidly for a minute.

Pour into baking tray and allow to cool.
Break into pieces with a toffee hammer or a rolling 

pin. Enjoy!
